BEFORE THE FIRST USE

Fill the appliance with water to the maximum level, boil it and
drain it. If an unpleasant smell remains after the first boil, boil
the water several times. Before use, wash the inner surface of the
appliance and the filter (if provided by the design) with clean
water.

Temperature display

USAGE

« Remove the kettle from the power base by holding the
handle.

« Press the lid release button to open the lid.

« Use only purified water.
Do not overfill the kettle above the maximum mark
(Max) on the inner surface of the kettle. If the appliance
is overfilled boiling water can be thrown out through the
spout. The minimum amount of water must reach the
minimum mark (Min) inner surface of the kettle.

« Fill with the desired amount of water and close the lid.

« Place the kettle filled with water on the power base.

« Connect the power cable to the power supply socket.

«  When powered on, all indicators and the temperature
display flash 1 time then the kettle enters a standby mode.
In this mode all the indicators and the temperature display
are always on and the temperature display will show the
actual water temperature.

Boiling mode

Touch On/Off button in standby mode, the buzzer will sound
once, the temperature display and 100 °C indicator will flash
3 times at the same time and then light up and the kettle
starts to boil water. After the water temperature in the kettle
is heated to 100°C, the buzzer will sound twice and the kettle
will stop working and enter the standby mode.

Keep warm mode

In the standby mode or ON mode if touching the Keep warm
button several times, you can choose 5 preset temperatures:
45 °C, 55 °C, 75 °C, 85 °Cand 90 °C. During the selection, the
display screen shows the temperature of the corresponding
mode. The display and the corresponding indicator flashes

3 times at the same time, then lights up and the rest of

the indicators go out, the kettle starts to heat water to the
selected temperature.
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After the water temperature in the kettle reaches the set
temperature, the buzzer sounds 2 times, then the kettle stops
heating and enters Keep warm mode. When the kettle begins
to cool down and the water temperature drops to about 3 °C
below the set temperature, the kettle starts to heat water
again and stops heating when the water reaches the set
temperature. In this cycle, the corresponding mode indicator
and display remain on.

If the water in the kettle has a certain temperature at first,
the selected temperature is lower than the actual one, at

this time, the corresponding indicator will be flashing, and
the buzzer will sound 2 times to make a special reminder.
Meanwhile, the displayed temperature shows the actual
temperature of the water in the kettle, when the actual
temperature drops to close to the set temperature, the
corresponding indicator is converted to solid and the
temperature display jumps to the set temperature.

Keep warm duration

The keep warm mode will automatically turn off after 2 hours
of working (the time of picking up the kettle is not counted).
After this all indicators will be on and the kettle enters the
standby mode.

The deviation between the displayed temperature and the
actual temperature in the kettle is within the range of +5°C
(the maximum water level needs to be added to the kettle,
otherwise the deviation exceeds this range).

Power off

In any working state touch the ON/OFF button once, the
kettle enters the standby mode, all indicators and the
temperature display are light on. After 20 minutes, the
temperature display and all indicators are off and the kettle
will turn off.

Memory function

If you lift the kettle in the Keep warm mode then put it back

again and after this the actual water temperature in the kettle
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will be not lower than the set temperature within tolerance
5°C the Keep warm function will continue, otherwise the
Keep warm mode will turn off.

There is no memory function in the boiling mode. The boiling
mode invalidates when the kettle is lifted and then put back,
and the appliance enters the standby mode.

You can turn off the kettle in the standby mode immediately
by pressing and holding ON/OFF button for 3 seconds.

USEFUL NOTES

+ To extend the service life of the appliance, do not leave water in it for a
long time, drain the water after use.

« Ifthe empty appliance is accidentally switched on, the protection
against running without water will be activated during heating and
the appliance will turn off. Allow the appliance to cool for 10 minutes
before refilling with water.

« Attention! Frequent switching on without water can lead to
breakdown of the protection system.

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Fill the kettle with a solution of a special decalcifying agent up to the
maximum mark and boil.

+ Leave the solution in the kettle for several hours.
Pour out the solution, fill the kettle with clean water up to the
maximum mark and boil. Pour out the boiled water. Repeat the
procedure few times.

CLEANING AND CARE

« WARNING! Before cleaning disconnect the appliance from
the power supply and let the appliance to cool down.

- Never use abrasives or sharp objects (knives or hard
brushes) to clean the appliance.

« Neverimmerse the appliance or power base and/or power
cord in water.

« Use a damp cloth to clean the outside of the appliance.
Make sure that the electrical connectors are not wet.
